Overnight in
Paros.

Day 5: Delos - Mykonos

Optional morning tour to the unique archaeological site of
Delos, antiquity's most sacred island. Later on we stop at one of
Mykonos beautiful bays for swimming off the ship before sailing
into Tourlos port in Mykonos. The island of the jet setters is
yours to explore and the night is young. Overnight in Mykonos.
