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and a vintage carousel, embodying the city's dedication to
preserving green spaces amidst its urban expansion.

Day 5 - Savannah, TN

On the eastern shores of the Tennessee River, Savannah,
resonates with historical significance and captivating scenery.
Shiloh National Military Park, the site of a pivotal 1862 Civil War
battle, invites exploration with its vivid reenactments and
well-preserved trails, painting a vivid tableau of American
history.
